Grouping participants:

Instructions:





Distribute questions for the second group activity (for this activity, the questions are the same for both groups).





Groups discuss questions 1 and 2 and report back with a summary of the discussion. Groups sum up the key points along with practical ways of working together. Each group should assign a volunteer note taker, time manager/discussion encourager, and someone to report back to the larger group.

Where do they not match? What can be done about this?
